It was wonderful 
to meet other Presbyterian Women from all over Ohio and Michigan 
and talk with them and make new friends.

filled with lots of opportunities to see and experience mission up 
close and personal. On Saturday, I went on one of the tours that took 
us into Detroit where we visited the Second Mile Center. This was an 
abandoned run down concrete block non-denominational church 
building that, through the vision of a Presbyterian Woman and the 
help of her Presbytery, has been renovated and provides a safe place 
and encouragement for children after school and during the summer, 
in a neighborhood that is oppressively poor and broken. We were 
taken on a minibus tour of the neighborhood before touring the 
Center. It looked as if we were in a war zone not a city in the USA! I 
must admit that I have never seen anything that comes close to this 
place. It was literally a place that has been left to rot (along with the 
people who live there). It has become a place that no one wants to 
go , or work in, or even acknowledge its existence. Apparently, the 
city (and its services) has long ago given up on this little part of their 
area. We were told that police and other agencies only come by 
sparingly. The Center provides safe activities, tutoring, spiritual 
development, and food to children who desperately need it. Several 
of the children had provided entertainment for us with Sign Mime on 
Friday evening. They used American sign- language and 
choreography to dance to prerecorded praise music. These children, 
who have never before been out of the neighborhood where they 
live, have now had the opportunity through this program to travel as 
far away as Kentucky and have experienced the love shown to them 
by strangers. There are even seven of these young people who will 
be attending the Youth Triennium. What a blessing! And a very 
impressive and inspiring face of the mission of the PCUSA!   
 
This was only one of the wonderful opportunities at the Gathering! 
Next year the PW/SOC Gathering is in Maumee (near Toledo) June 
24-26, 2011 and it is my hope that you will consider attending.  Those 
of us who attended this year were really glad we did.  There will be 
more information about next yearΩs PW/SOC Gathering in our 
upcoming newsletters, church packets, and at our own PW/PSV 
Gatherings. Hope to see you there!

When buying locally-produced food, the money we spend here stays in our community in the form of schools, 
emergency care, road care/repair, etc., etc., etc. 
3.  Human Rights: 

Are the farm workers paid fairly?  What are their working conditions like (i.e. long work days, exposure to

E. Substitute seasonal ingredients 

3. Eat 10% less meat (especially beef) each week.

A CENTS-ABLE ROAD TO ENDING HUNGER  
 
 Does God say anything about hunger and those 
of us who call ourselves Christians?

Calvert began what is now called Cents-Ability.  It is a 

powerful hunger ministry within the PC(USA) 
Presbyterian Hunger Program.

Hope, Mona Connolly 
There is a new and important mission, GraceHaven 
House in the Hope Region.  Hope area has a jewel in the 
Delaware Old Stone Church mission committee.  They 
are supporting a new long term rehabilitative shelter, 
GraceHaven House,  for children who have been 
sexually trafficked.  It is the only shelter of its kind in 
Ohio and one of only a few in the country.  One 
dramatic statistic on the website: there are 1,000 youth 
ages 12-18 in Ohio who are being trafficked right now 
and 60-90 of them are in Columbus.  This ministry was 
begun by Jeff Barrows, a retired doctor (OB/gyn) and his 
wife and the house is planning to open on August 1, 
2010.  Judy Martz, our PW contact at Delaware Old 
Stone has been working with her congregation to 
collect donations and has toured the site.  More 
information may be found at the website 
www.gracehavenhouse.org.
